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Well first, this is Leonie’s week. As I said in my e-mail ‘Well done’! Also as I said, I have to get used to being a grandfather! It only seems yesterday that Leonie was born and I became a father for the first time. I remember the event at HK Adventist Hospital very clearly, including the fact that we just made it to the hospital at the tail end of one of the most powerful and destructive typhoons to hit HK. Sometime, when you are not busy, let me know how you arrived at the name Kaia/Kaea. 
There seem to be a number of origins and meanings of the name. My first search was for ‘Kaea’, which indicated that it is a Maori name meaning ‘leader’ as well as being Japanese for ‘wise child’ and a Hopi Indian name meaning ‘resting place’. The spelling ‘Kaia’ is more common and seems to have different origins. One is a Greek and Scandinavian word for ‘pure’. Another is Estonian meaning ‘echo’. Records indicate that at least 3,472 girls have been named Kaia since 1880 in the United States. 
Nadine says she will let Uncle Bruce and Keith know. What about Janice and Wendy? They would probably be interested. 
HK has been getting very hot weather in the past week. The swimming pool water is also very hot. The number of known H1N1 cases in HK is now about 2000.  A STS (severe tropical storm) has just skirted to the north of HK. The T9 signal was raised overnight. HK has also had its first fatality associated with H1N1, a man who had both H1N1 and CMRSA, though which caused his death has not yet been ascertained. 
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You will probably have heard of the bomb attack on the Marriott Hotel and the Ritz-Carlton Hotel (just across the road from each other) in Jakarta, Indonesia. This is the second attack on the Marriott. And of course, the Ritz Carlton is the hotel I stayed at when I was in Jakarta last November. The explosion occurred at the time (about 8 am) and in the place where I would be waiting to be picked up each morning. 
I remember writing some time ago about Britain's oldest WWI veteran. Well, he died yesterday aged 113. Guinness World Records declared to be the world's oldest man following the death of another 113-year-old man in Japan. 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action at Ypres and took part in the Battle of Jutland (the world’s last battle between battleships). His death means there are now only two British survivors of WWI, one 111, the other 108. 
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At this time 40 years ago, the Apollo 11 astronauts were on their way to the moon. The actual lunar landing was on July 20 1969. I know where I was at the time and thought I recalled it very clearly. But maybe not. I thought I had watched the actual landing but as this occurred at 3:17 p.m. EST (3 am in HK), this would not be so. Perhaps what I did see was Armstrong stepping onto the Moon’s surface as this would have taken place hours after they actually landed. 
That seems to be it for now.
