Hi 
Again, not that much to write about. Yesterday, I got to the point in the writing for the Indonesian primary books, where I had no more to do. However, that situation will not last. There is still a lot to do before I go down there at the end of October. 

I am wondering if I have a cold of some sort. My nose seems to run more than usual and sometimes the exercise has felt tough, especially the treadmill running. So I swam a little less than usual but still did 2 km for the last swim (even though with the T3 signal up, the pool was likely to have been closed at any instant) but only 1.5 km for the other two swims. 
The number of swine flu deaths in HK is now about 14. As for the number of cases, I have no idea, as they do not seem to be reporting them now, which means the number must be high. Now China suggests that the number of cases there may go as high as 10 million when the flu season really hits. 
On Friday, the hotel carried out its quarterly suite cleaning. This includes carpet shampooing, marble polishing and curtain cleaning plus any other things you want them to attend to. I got them to change the table chairs as, being made from cloth, they were dirty at the four corners where you hold the chairs to push them backwards and forwards. 
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The former president of Taiwan, Chen Shui-bian together with his wife were given life sentences for embezzlement of state funds. 
Yesterday, the Springboks clinched the tri-nations title with a 32-19 win over the ABs in Hamilton. There in one remaining match, which will be between NZ and Australia next Saturday. 

Something unusual, that does not happen often in the world, happened the other day. This was traffic in a country switching from driving on one side of the road to driving on the other side. This occurred in Western Samoa, which switched from driving on the right (as in the US and American Samoa) to driving on the left. By doing this, the government is hoping that the many Samoans who live in Australia and New Zealand, where driving is on the left, will send back cheap used cars. I remember back in the 1970s when I was visiting Sweden, they had recently switched from driving on the left to driving on the right, as in the rest of Europe. So, as I hitchhiked around the country, many of the cars had their steering wheels on the ‘wrong’ side. There was also a switch in Burma because of a dream, which the general in charge then strongly believed in. In the dream, he was told to ‘move to the left’. Being very anti-communist, that was politically not on, but he realised that he could switch to left-hand drive vehicles. In those days, vehicles were right-hand drive and drove on the left.
